SUBJECT:  February Monthly Report

1.  Following is the monthly report for the Kevin J. McManus Squadron.  It discusses the following items:  service projects, training, NASACON, Getyourfree-con, and fundraisers.

2.  We have a full semester of service projects planned for this semester.  I have challenged our Operations Officer to have a minimum of four service projects, with at least one going towards the JNP.  We are on our way.

     a.  Valentine’s for Veterans:  On Feb 14th we went to the local VA hospital and 

          visited with the veterans.  We had six cadets show up (~50% of our membership).  The 

          event was a huge success.  We will be looking forward to going back there again later this 

          semester.

    b.  Elementary School Tutoring:  we have set up weekly tutoring with local elementary 

         schools.  Each week 6-10 cadets visit with students for two hour blocks to help elementary  

         students in small groups.  We hope to keep this going throughout the entire semester.

    c.  Red Cross:  We will volunteer when the Red Cross conducts its annual blood drive on 

         Duke’s campus.  These hours will counts towards the JNP.  This should happen in late

         March.

    d.  Durham Rescue Mission:  We will continue our tradition of helping the local homeless 

         shelter.  The dates for this are not yet set.

    e.  Habitat for Humanity:  We will be participating in this one Saturday later in the semester.

3.  We will have another candidate class this semester.  We increased membership by 33% last semester, and hope to build on that this semester.  The process has already been initiated by our CTO.  So far, we have five interested people; if all make it through, this will be another 25% increase in active membership.

4.  We plan on having six cadets attend NASACON.  All plane tickets have been purchased, and we will be completing the registration packet in the next week.  

5.  We have been involved in planning for Getyourfree-con.  UNC-CH has taken the lead on the project, but Duke representatives comprise a large portion of the staff.  

6.  We hope to do more extensive fundraising this semester than we have done in the past.  We have obtained a signed Duke basketball that we will be auctioning off on E-Bay in the next few weeks.  The money obtained will be used to for a motivational activity.  

7.  We have had a strong start to the semester.  I am looking forward to keeping up the momentum we have developed.  We hope to finish the year with a larger AAS squadron and more community service hours then we logged last year.  We are well on our way towards accomplishing both goals.
