Q: How long is grace after a tent check?

A: Graces will last for one hour after a tent check.  There is no grace after a personal check.
Q: How long is grace after a home basketball game?

A: Both men and women’s home basketball games will have a half hour grace following the end of the game.

Q: Is there grace for home women’s games?

A: Yes.  All graces for home women’s games will begin 30 minutes prior to tipoff and will last until 30 minutes after the game.

Q: Is there grace for men and women’s away games?

A. If the game is televised locally, there is grace for away games beginning 30 minutes prior to the game and ending 30 minutes after the conclusion of the game.  If the game is not being televised locally, there is no grace.

Q: What is the policy on grace due to inclement weather?

A: This is up to the discretion of the Head Line Monitor and the Health and Safety committee of the Line Monitor staff.  If she determines that the weather is too harsh even for tenters, a grace period will be announced.

Q: When are the two tenting games for this year?

A: The two tenting games are Wake Forest on February 14th and UNC on March 4th. 

Q: How do I know if our tent missed a check?

A: The Head Line Monitor will e-mail the tent captain if your tent misses a check.  If it is the second miss, your tent will be bumped to the very back of the line.

Q: How do I appeal a missed check?

A: Within twenty-four hours of receiving the e-mail from the Head Line Monitor, a written (e-mailed) appeal must be sent to the Head Line Monitor.  Sleeping through a tent check is NOT a valid excuse under any circumstance.
Q: How many misses do I get before our tent gets bumped?

A: After the second miss, your tent is bumped to the end of the line.

Q: What are the rules in K-ville about electrical cords, heaters, etc.

A: A link to the Fire Safety guidelines can be found on the main K-ville website. As a general note, nothing needing an electrical cord may be used in a tent.

Q: What are K-ville@yahoogroups.com and TentCaptains@yahoogroups.com?

A: K-ville@yahoogroups.com is an email list for anyone who want information regarding basketball and/or tenting.  TentCaptains@yahoogroups.com is an email list specifically for the tent captains.
Q: When are students admitted into Cameron before games?

A: Students are typically admitted into Cameron for men’s basketball games beginning 90 minutes prior to tipoff.

Q: How do I add members to my tent group?

A: Any changes or additions to a tent roster must be emailed to the Head Line Monitor.  The new tent members cannot represent your tent until 24 hours after the Head Line Monitor receive this email.
