OLD VERSION OF THE BY-LAW

E.
The Vice-President for Community Interaction shall, in addition to the duties set forth in the Constitution, be responsible for DSG business in the following areas:

1.
Work to develop fund-raising strategies for organizations by establishing working relationships with the Office of Alumni Affairs, University Development, and Public Affairs Chair and coordinate the activities of the Inter-Community Council and direct the Young Trustee Process.

2.
Coordinate activities between the SOFC and the Community Interaction Committee and be an advocate for student groups, their campus importance, and their participation in student government issues.

3.
Ensure strong ties with the Office of University Life as the committee and the administration to foster cooperation in programming and planning.

4.
Serve as a liaison to the Community Service Center to develop new training programs and service initiatives to be handled by the Community Service Center.

5.
Work to facilitate cooperation and communication with IFC, Panhellenic Council, and other social or residential organizations to ensure their representation in student government issues and their involvement with interactive campus projects.

6.
Assume the Legislative reserved seat on the Union Board

· Development of intercommunity programming and projects among student organizations.

PROPOSED BY-LAW REVISION

The Vice-President of Community Interaction shall, in addition to the duties set forth in the Constitution, be responsible for DSG business in the following areas:

1. Advocate for student groups, their campus importance, and their participation in student government issues.

2. Serve as a liaison between groups and ease tensions during times of conflict. 

3. Lead the Inter-Community Council, which shall be composed of presidents of the major undergraduate student organizations.

a. Run the Young Trustee Selection Process through the ICC.

4. Serve as a liaison for the student body by organizing town-hall meetings for students every two months.

5. Foster bonds with the Durham community by working with the Community Affairs Office and through interactions with area neighborhoods.

6. Appoint students to the following positions (usually from within the CI committee) and oversee their functions:

a. City Council Representative

b. Graduate Professional Student Council Representative

c. MLK Day Chair

d. ICC Executive Director

e. Town Hall Executive Director
