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A RESOLUTION OF THE DUKE STUDENT GOVERNMENT
Concerning SACES (Student Accessible Course Evaluation System)

Policy Statement

Duke Student Government supports the full implementation of SACES as an opt-out program where professors will participate unless they request their evaluations to be withheld.  

Rationale

In order to supply students with accurate and complete course information, it is essential that semester course evaluations are made public to the student body.  The most efficient method of supplying this information is through online access in the ACES system.  As opposed to the current “word-of-mouth” exchange of information, which fosters conjecture and speculation on courses and professors, SACES will provide hard data for students to evaluate potential courses.  Only through an opt-out method can we achieve a high level of participation by faculty, thus creating a comprehensive student resource.
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
