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A RESOLUTION OF THE DUKE STUDENT GOVERNMENT


“Concerning the 24 Hour Quiet Policy on Central Campus”

Policy Statement


DSG recommends the removal of the twenty-four hour quiet policy on Central Campus and its replacement by the same policy that applies to all other residential spaces at Duke University.
Rationale


As is currently stands, no resident is allowed to make noise at any time that disturbs the other residents of Central Campus. This means that if a resident is disturbed by noise, he or she may contact the police to inquire about the matter. This not only results in increased conflicts between the residents of Central Campus, but also misallocates the resources of the DPD. 


The administration implemented this policy to accommodate the graduate community that had previously comprised the majority of residents on Central Campus. Today, undergraduates encompass an overwhelming majority of residents. Thus, a change in noise policy would better fit the residents’ needs.


Central Campus Council agrees on the imperative nature of this issue. They advocate the removal/amendment of the current policy to better accommodate Central Campus residents as well.


After speaking with the Dean of Students Office, the policy does not illustrate a concern for safety and security of the residents; rather it only depicts a guideline for behavior towards other students. Taking into careful consideration these reasons, we feel that there is a method to appropriately alter the noise policy, while maintaining respect between the residents of Central Campus. 
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
