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A Resolution of the Duke Student Government

 The State of Undergraduate Parking & Transit at Duke University

Policy Statement

DSG supports the following critical recommendations regarding the future of Undergraduate Parking and Transit at Duke University. 

In the area of Transit:

· Better serviced East West and Science Drive routes
· We ask that the East West (C-1) route as well as the Science Drive (C-2) route have adequate numbers of buses. Upon the completion of passenger flow statistics this fall, the East West and Science Drive Routes should be adjusted to accurately represent the traffic flow of passengers from each campus. In particular, the peak hours at 8:50am MWF from East to West, and 3:30pm TuTh from West to East are still not meeting passenger demands. The addition of buses during 10:30am to 2:30pm should be expanded if needed to accommodate passenger flow for these critical undergraduate routes.
· Develop an off-campus transit system

· We ask that the University work with the City of Durham to incorporate DATA or TTA routes to service off-campus students living in the periphery of Duke’s greater community. These routes must focus on the apartment areas off Erwin road from La Salle St. to Morreene Rd. as well as the developing housing off Buchanan road near East campus. These routes should be frequent and discounted if not free for these commuting Duke Students. 
In the area of Parking:

· Undergraduate access to the Bryan Center Garage (BCG)

· We ask that the Bryan Center Garage be open to commuting Duke Undergraduates as they will have decreased parking options with the closing of the Duke University Road lots next fall. Additionally, we ask that the BCG metered parking spaces be open to the public after 5pm like the BC parking lot is now. 
Rationale
Transportation is a serious issue at Duke. Major shifts in parking and transit occurred last year, and continual change is expected. This change warrants a modification of current policy and F&A has sought to address these key issues.
These recommendations were created via the work of the Facility and Athletics’ Transit Advisory Sub Committee (TASC) and the presentation made by the Transportation Department to the Legislature on November 6th, 2002. These are the key areas TASC members have identified as needing immediate attention. There are other areas in which we will deal with the transit department directly, but these issues will require the whole support of DSG in order for effective implementation. Contingent upon the passing of this resolution, TASC will advise the administration to develop these critical concerns of undergraduates as soon as feasibly possible, but no later than the beginning of the 2003-2004 academic year.
Overall, passing this resolution will provide the necessary increase in transit accessibility for Undergraduates. Also, it will provide viable, understandable, and well managed parking, transit, and alternative transportation systems.
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
