A RESOLUTION OF THE DUKE STUDENT GOVERNMENT
Concerning parking in front of the Student Health Clinic

Policy Statement:

To make on-campus health resources more convenient and available for students, student parking should be added to the health clinic.  Duke Student Government recommends the relocation of five well-marked student parking spaces in front of the Student Health Clinic.  If an ill student that has parked in these designated student spaces is to be transferred to the ED, a report should be made to Parking and transit to inform them of the status of the student’s vehicle.

Rationale:

Student Health has come under recent scrutiny.  Since the infirmary has closed, legislators have begun to question the quality and accessibility of student health as well as the excused absence policy.  In an effort to maximize the convenience of student health care, we are urging the Student Health Clinic to allocate student parking outside the center.


DSG has an obligation to make student health care accessible to sick students.  Ill students should have more transportation options than walking.  The Student Health Clinic currently has many parking spaces reserved for employees and doctors, but no student parking.  We ask the clinic to dedicate 5 well-marked spaces for students.  In the event that a student drives to the clinic and needs to be transferred to the ED, Parking and Transit should be notified.  Students should not receive tickets or be towed if they are unable to move their vehicle.
