a) Announcements:

· No DSG general body meeting next Wednesday (Oct. 13). 

· Final presidential debate at Griffith Theatre. The event will start at 8:00 PM and it is sponsored by DSG. 

b) Consent Agenda:

· Hong Kong Students Association:

· There are a lot of groups that represent the Asian student population on campus.

· Is this organization geared more towards international students?

· There are other functions that represent the interest of the international students, so it would make little sense to charter this club.

· If you don’t charter this group, you run into the problem of discriminating this group from other chartered Asian groups on campus. 

· Senators propose to table this agenda: In two weeks, someone from the senatorial body could take off the table and present it again.

· Duke Association Greater Gaming Education and Recreation:

· There is no campus group that represents similar kind of interest.

· The purpose of this group is to introduce the general public that people do not get to play as often like Dungeon and Dragon.

· It is necessary to obtain money from SOFC. We could spend the money on rule books for our gaming library.

· Motion to Charter: Chartered 

· Duke University Physicians for Human Right:

· National organization

· Professor Robert Cook-Deegan is the advisor.

· His role is to keep in constant contact with the national organization.

· Future events include bringing other campus groups to Duke for a major conference.

· They would like to have film festivals in the future. Some of the funds could be used to purchase the films. In addition, some of the money could be used on registration for national conferences. The money could also be used to invite speakers for conferences on campus.

· Matthew Drummond, Senior Manager, DukeCard Office:

· Talked about the history of DukeCard

· In 1985, eliminated the use of multiple number of cards and make them into one card.

· Accept debit services

· View food and flex balance in DukePass

· Internet payment (Donation, Duke Health)

· Duke Card Express

· Wireless campus card terminal

· Locations where DukeCard can be used

· Future Initiatives:

· Web statements

· View recent transaction

· Submit problem 

· Add funds to food and flex through eCheck

· Add flex and charge to bursar bill

· Questions and Answers:

· Why can’t we use credit card to pay for flex? It has not been approved.
· Food points distribution? Any question about food points direct them to Duke Dinning Services.
· Any expansion on the Duke Express Station? Prototype. It is in the process of being approved.
· Will the DukeCard be made smaller? Making the card smaller presents a lot of issues. First, the card reader will have a difficult time operating correctly with a smaller card.
· What are the costs of the wireless terminals? They cost around a thousand dollars each.
· Is it possible to switch vending option from food points to flex? Yes, it is possible.
· Where are some potential locations for the stations? Yes, we want to place these machines in East Campus Union, BC, and Central Campus computer lab.
· Does Duke Card Office take away certain percentage of the donation? Yes, we do take 3% of any flex payment. 
· Will the Duke Card Office Website be updated? Yes, currently, we are making changes to the website, so students will be able to find the pertinent info on the website.
d) New Business:

· DSG – R- 2004 -100602: Concerning the Safe Travel from Zone H and Parking Garage I

· Students asked to move their car for home football games.

· Walk down flowers drive to main campus is not safe.

· Zone H to Parking Garage I is not safe.

· Walking through the clinic is safer.

· There is opposition from the hospital administration.

· We should research the current policy and find other alternatives.

· Resolution encourages student to walk through clinic at night when returning to campus from Zone H to Parking Garage I.

· DSG – R- 2004 – 100603: Supporting the Renewed Work Authorization of Parviz Ghadimi

· Professor Parviz Ghadimi was honored with the Distinguished Alumni Teaching Awards.

· He is not a US citizen.

· His work permit is not renewed.

· As a result, he can teach classes on campus, and a lot of students are affected by his absence.

· The resolution supports the expedition for his work renewal.

· This resolution, once is passed, will be sent to Dave Price and Senator Dole.

· We are hoping that the whole process will be expedited.

· Rationale for being revoked? The reason is unknown.

· Who came to DSG for support? Math professors and VP Longoria.

e) Old Business:

· DSG – S- 2004- 092901: Undergraduate 2004-2005 Policy for Admissions to Men’s Basketball Games (second reading)

· Only change: include a clause for number of tents

· Clause for capping: 30 tents for Black/Blue and 100 tents total.

· Questions and Answers:

· What is the point of capping blue tenting? Some reasons include people taking advantage of the system.
· Is there a programming committee?  Yes, we will be planning a lot of great events in K-ville. For example, 3 on 3 basketball tournament in Cameron. In addition, we try to have the line monitors interact more with other tenters during tenting season.
· What is difference between blue tenting and white tenting? Blue tenting requires the group to have one person in the tent during daytime and six people in the tent during nighttime. White tenting is less stringent and requires one person during daytime and two during nighttime.
· What are ways to prevent people from missing tent checks because some people sleep through it? Our line monitors will check the tents to make sure people do not oversleep during tent checks. Another advice would be to pair up with another group.
· Motion for Friendly Amendment: Add (tents will be capped at 12 students) after the sentence, tents must be erected on the grass in front of Wilson/Card Gyms, on page 1 of the policy.
