In general, preparatory rotations for Emergency Medicine include:


Cardiology (particularly CCU critical care experience),


Radiology (reading plain films, CT, ultrasound),


Orthopedics (fracture management and musculoskeletal exam) and Intensive Care experiences.


Other useful orations: Internal Medicine, Pediatric Emergency Medicine, Neurology / Neurosurgery, Anesthesiology, Surgery and/or Trauma Service, Toxicology, and Ophthalmology/Otolaryngology.

2-4 programs: There are 22 of these three-year programs (3 years after a separate 1 year internship).


1-3 programs: There are 86 of these three-year programs (3 years including the internship year).


5 year combined programs in Emergency Medicine/Pediatrics and Emergency Medicine/Internal Medicine are also available. These programs lead to dual board certification.


6 year combined programs in EM / IM / Critical Care. These lead to board certification in EM, IM and Critical Care.
