Microsoft does not seem very concerned that Palladium will be broken by the very nature of the way it works! In order to even move the file, you lose the decryptability of the file if it leaves the original operating system environment, and if you modify the operating system to try to reversen engineer the protocol for decrypting, you pretty much risk the same. Microsoft seems self assured that most attmepts in reverse engineering the Palladium system would end in failure. Some are worried about Microsoft using Pallidium as a DRM system because using such software to digitally manage rights is easily possible considering that Microsoft could make it so only "trusted" software could be decrypted by paalladium's protocol...Relatively fishy ideas...
