Course overview

This course analyzes the emerging world order at the end of the Cold War.  The specific issues include ethnic conflicts, religious conflicts, terrorism, humanitarian crises and humanitarian intervention, peace-keeping and peace-building, US hegemony, the third wave of democratization, democracy promotion, democratic transitions and consolidation, the democratic peace, universalism vs. cultural relativism, economic interdependence, and sovereignty.

Assignments

1. Mid-term and final examinations. Both examinations contain essay questions which will draw on required readings, class discussions, and current news. Answers should be concise, thoughtful, and well-organized. Each answer should not exceed 1,000 words (about 3 1/2 pages double-spaced). The mid-term exam will be distributed on Oct. 17 and due in class on Oct. 20. It accounts for 20% of the overall grade. The final exam will be distributed at ?am on Dec. ?? and due at the scheduled exam time, ??. The final exam accounts for 40% of the overall grade. 

2. News analysis. Students are required to subscribe to the free news alert services of the New York Times (nyt.com), the Washington Post (washingtonpost.com), Human Rights Watch (hrw.org), and Amnesty International (amnesty.org). The New York Times also provides a news tracking service (http://www.nytimes.com/mem/tnt.html) which allows subscribers to track news on particular topics. Other sources include the International Herald Tribute (iht.com), the Financial Times (ft.com), BBC world news (news.bbc.co.uk), etc. Choose one issue from among the topics covered in class and collect relevant news reports throughout the course. The purpose of this assignment is to connect classroom materials with current events. Note that the news analysis is not just about what has happened; students should evaluate how the particular issue has taken place based on class readings and discussions. The news analysis should not exceed 1,000 words. Please attach 3 most pertinent news reports. The first news analysis is due on September 29 and accounts for 10% of the final grade. The second one is due on Dec. 1 and accounts for 15% of the overall grade. 

4. Class participation. This class is structured as lecture-discussions, so students are expected to be very engaged. We will discuss related news events at every class meeting. Class participation accounts for 15% of the final grade. 

Deadlines are non-negotiable. Failure to turn in an assignment by the deadline will result in a failing grade for that assignment.
