They sach go through

ways in which Saddan deviated from rationality. Remember that cognitive biases

result in deviations from rational decision-making. Thirdly, and if you have

tine, you might vant to lack at Rebert Jervis's in -depth account of cognitive

bisses. It's in his book Misperception and Perception in International

Politics, as nentioned in class. If you don't have a copy-there are several L
good sumnsries online about what he says and at this point, this is an

additional exercise and you should only engage in this if you are wnclear about

the concept of cognitive closure
